With reference to the letter from the Embassy of the United States of America in Thailand to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, requesting the provisional arrest of Mr. Viktor Bout and Mr. Andrew Smulian, of Russian and British nationality, respectively, for the purpose of extradition according to the Extradition Treaty between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the United States of America, who are charged with providing material support to a foreign terrorist organization, and requesting the seizure of all property in their possession or subsequently discovered.  After having been considered, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs processed the request for provisional arrest.



Now, the Embassy of the United States of America in Thailand sent the letter requesting the extradition of Mr. Viktor Bout, of Russian nationality, as the overseas criminal.  He is the subject of Sealed Complaint No. 08 MAG 0386, filed on February 27, 2008, and Sealed Charge No. 08 Cr. 366, filed on April 24, 2008.  The Magistrate Judge, Douglas F. Eaton, of the United States District Court for the Southern District of New York, sealed warrant for the arrest on the following charges :


1.
Conspiracy to murder U.S. citizens, in violation of United States Criminal Code, Title 18, Section 2332(b)


2. 
Conspiracy to murder officers and officials of the Government of the United States of America, in violation of United States Criminal Code, Title 18, Section 114 and Section 1117

 
3.
Conspiracy to provide and use weapons against aircrafts, in violation of United States Criminal Code, Title 18, Section 2332g


4. Conspiracy to provide material support to a foreign terrorist organization, in violation of United States Criminal Code, Title 18, Section 2339(b)

The above four charges are punishable by imprisonment of more than one year and the duration of prescription in law is not expired yet.  The U.S. authority also requested the seizure of all property in the possession which may be required as evidence, property which has been acquired as a result of the crime, or subsequently discovered, to be delivered at the time of extradition



After having been considered, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs would like to inform that, the request for extradition is in compliance with the Extradition Treaty between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the United States of America.  The offense is punishable by imprisonment of more than one year under Thai law and it does not relate to a political or military offence.  The duration of prescription in law is not expired yet, therefore, the request for extradition from the United States of America shall be taken into consideration.



Your kind consideration and further action shall be highly appreciated.  In this respect, the Ministry of Interior is also informed accordingly.
