I, the Public Prosecutor, International Affairs Department, Office of the Attorney General, hereby submit a petition as follows :



1. In this case, the Court delivered the judgment on 11th August 2009 stating that the petition submitted by the prosecutor be rejected and the alleged offender be released at the end of 72 hours after reading the order of release, except within such period, the public prosecutor shall notify the intention of appeal to the Court, and then the alleged offender shall be detained during the appeal.  On 13th August 2009, the public prosecutor, Office of the Attorney General, submitted the petition notifying the intention of appeal to the Criminal Court and submitted the appeal to the Criminal Court on 26th August 2009.  


2. The prosecutor would like to inform to the Court that since this case is important and is related to the international relations.  If the Court permits the alleged offender to be bailed out, the alleged offender who is a foreigner may escape on bail which it may affect the legal proceedings and international relations.  Furthermore, the case is in the process of appeal by law.  Therefore, the prosecutor would like to object the request for bail.



3. From the above reasons stated by the prosecutor, the court is kindly requested to reject the request for bail.
