With the reference to the appeal submitted by the prosecutor on 26th August 2009, the prosecutor just received the additional information from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs that the Colombian authority provided the information about FARC, their behavior and the accused, and such information is relevant to the matters for consideration of the Court of the First Instance.  Therefore, to make it clear, the prosecutor would like to amend the appeal as follows :

The prosecutor would like to amend the appeal on Sheet 8, first page, line 13, by adding the following sentences at the end “In addition, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was informed by the Minister of Foreign Relations of Colombia that FARC was a terrorist organization and FARC was considered to be the world’s largest drug dealer who attacked the Colombian nationals systematically, therefore, FARC was in the list of terrorist organizations of the United States and European Union.  Moreover, most of kidnappings and landmine victims in Colombia were caused by FARC operations, and between 2002 – 2009, there were 8,998 kidnapped people and there were 2,229 landmine victims, as per the Confidential - Top Urgent Letter of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, No. Kor Tor 1102/1001, dated 28th August 2009, the Exhibit of this appeal which it shall be considered to be a part of the appeal.” 


Please grant the permission accordingly.
