We were informed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs that, the Embassy of the United States of America in Thailand has requested the provisional arrest of Mr. Viktor Bout and Mr. Andrew Smulian, of Russian and British nationality, respectively, for the purpose of extradition according to the Extradition Treaty between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the United States of America, who are charged with providing material support to a foreign terrorist organization, and requesting the seizure of all property in their possession which may be required as evidence, property which has been acquired as a result of the crime, to be delivered at the time of extradition.  On February 27, 2008, the United States District Court for the Southern District of New York sealed warrants for the arrest of both of them.  The Embassy of the United States of America in Thailand informed internally to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs that Mr. Andrew Smulian has entered into Thailand and Mr. Viktor Bout would be in Thailand on March 6, 2008.  Both of them are likely to escape further.  If Mr. Viktor Bout and Mr. Andrew Smulian are arrested by Thai authority, the Embassy of the United States of America in Thailand will send an official request of extradition to Thai authority within sixty days after the arrest.  



The Embassy of the United States of America further informed that Mr. Viktor Bout was born on January 13, 1967 or July 14, 1969, in Dushanbe, Tajikistan.  He is described as a Caucasian male, 6 feet tall, with brown hair, weight unknown and eye color unknown.  Mr. Viktor Bout holds Russia citizenship and a Russian Passport No. 0006765.  He also holds a United Kingdom Passport No. K163077.  Mr. Andrew Smulian was born on March 21, 1941, in Cambridge, England.  He is described as a Caucasian male, 6 feet tall, weighing 170 pounds, with gray hair and blue eyes.  Mr. Andrew Smulian holds a United Kingdom Passport No. 704952390.

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Mr. Viktor Bout and Mr. Andrew Smulian are wanted to stand trial in the United States District Court for the Southern District of New York.  They are the subjects of Sealed Complaint No. 08 MAG 0386, filed on February 27, 2008.  They are charged with one count of conspiracy to provide material support to a foreign terrorist organization, in violation of Title 18, United States Code, Section 2339B and 3238, which the offense is punishable by more than one year imprisonment.  The court sealed warrants for the arrest of them on the same date.



After having been considered, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs informed that the request of provisional arrest is covered by Article 10 of the Extradition Treaty between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the United States of America, and the offense is punishable by imprisonment of more than one year and it does not relate to a political or military offence.  The duration of prescription in law is not expired yet, therefore, the request of provisional arrest from the United States of America shall be taken into consideration, as per the enclosure.



We would appreciate if the Office of the Attorney-General shall proceed with the Extradition Act, B.E. 2472, to issue the warrants for the arrest of them by court order and notify us of the result.
